50 reported cases in the world. With no 

known cure 25% of children with AGS 

die before the age of 17. Olivia has been 

affected in many ways by AGS,          

including: little to no motor skills, very 

limited head control, feeding difficulties, 

muscular spasms, and needing            

orthopedic splints for both her hands and 

feet. Olivia has limited strength in her 

neck, so she needs a special car seat to 

help keep her head up when she goes on 

visits to see doctors. Olivia also has 

daily visits from occupational, physical, 

special education, speech and feeding 

therapists. With such a rare condition 

not every specialist she sees accepts her 

medical coverage.  

 

The hopes of this year is to assist the 

Taylors in purchasing a van with a    

special car seat to help Olivia be safely 

and comfortably transported.
